Sub: - Classification of Other Backward Classes (OBC)
Ref: - Report of National Commission of Backward Classes, New Delhi dated 2/3/2015, and their recommendations. 

Respected Sir,

We have been trying very hard  for two decades for classification of  OBCs on national level and all depressed, and all deprived backward classes Most Backward Classes (MBCs) and to ensure that the Central Government grants  27% reservation per recommendations of the Mandal Commission to these classes. However, throughout India there is no strong leadership fighting for DNTs (De-Notified Tribes) + MBCs. These population of DNTs (De-Notified Tribes) + MBCs is about 40 crores. They are spread in various states and are divided in 1206 castes in India. They have not got the benefit of 27% reservation. Hence the Central Government had directed the National Commission of Backward Classes (NCBC) to study various reports regarding this matter, views of state Governments, various judgments issued by various courts in this matter and to submit their recommendations about what procedure should be adopted for classification of OBCs, and in how many classes the OBCs should be divided etc.

NCBC has carefully studied minutes of many meetings in this respects, various reports, various judgments issued by various courts, discussed the matter with concerned persons and has prepared an excellent report which shall grant social justice. They have submitted this report to the government on 2/3/2015. The recommendations of this report are very good and shall give justice to depressed and deprived DNTs and Nomadic tribes, twelve balutedars and Extremely Backward Classes. It will be appropriate to say that on the occasion of 125th Anniversary of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, this report shall become milestone in giving social justice. Hence it is requested that, the Central Government should take a policy decision on this report at the earliest and direct the National Commission of Backward Classes to start the work of Sub classification of OBCs on National level. It is further requested that in principle approval should be granted for deciding population of sub classes of OBCs and also deciding other issues regarding OBCs as per the procedure suggested in the report and that such in principle approval should be communicated to NCBC.
  
We are making this humble request to you on behalf of deprived classes consisting of 40 crore people that the decision should be taken in this extremely important matter speedily.
